
Prevention is simple.
1.  Make it a habit to always store

packets out of reach and sight of
children

2.  Always store laundry packets in
their original container or pouch
until they are ready to be used

3.  Do not let children handle laundry
packets

4.  Be sure to read the product label
before use 

The liquid in these pre-measured 
packets is harmful if put in the mouth,
swallowed, or gets in the eye. 
Immediately call Poison Help at 
1-800-222-1222 if there is an accident.

Locking detergent packets up in a
cabinet is an effective way to keep
these products out of reach of young
children, especially when little ones
begin exploring closets and cabinets at
an early age.
